SAUDI ARABIA CONFIRMED HOST Of 2034 WORLD 
CUP

PRESIDENT THARMAN WELCOMES MALAYSIAN 
PRIME MINISTER ANWAR IBRAHIM

At the Sixth Assembly of the International Solar Alliance 
(ISA) on 31st October 2023, India’s Union Minister for 
Power and New & Renewable Energy and President of 
the ISA Assembly, Shri R. K. Singh, emphasized the ISA’s 
commitment to making solar the preferred energy source 
globally and the potential of renewable energy to provide 
65 percent of the world’s total electricity by 2030 and 
to decarbonize 90 percent of the power sector by 2050 

Hosted by the Embassy of the Republic of Indonesia 
in Singapore, the event will be held on 4-5th of 
November 2023 at the Republic of Indonesia 
Embassy at Chatsworth  Road. This is a 2 days 
extravaganza showcasing Indonesia’s vibrant and 
diverse culture through beauty, food, lifestyle, and 
of course- fashion. All of the wide range of activities 
are inspired by Indonesia’s culture and heritage.  

ON 31st October 2023 FIFA President Gianni Infantino 
confirmed Saudi Arabia as 2034 World Cup host as 
Australia’s soccer federation announced it would not 
bid for it. In an online report by FOX Sports, soccer writer 
Doug McIntyre said that this was the second World Cup 
host announcement in less than a month: “On Oct. 11, 
FIFA revealed that the 2030 edition would be held in 
Morocco, Portugal and Spain — with the first three games 
of that tournament to be played in Argentina, Paraguay 
and Uruguay to mark the World Cup’s centennial. The 
first showpiece competition was hosted in Uruguay 
in 1930. Canada, Mexico and the United States were 
chosen in 2018 to co-host the 2026 World Cup, which 
will be the first to include 48 participating nations. From 
France 1998 to last year’s World Cup in Qatar, the men’s 
tourney was contested by 32 teams.”

President Tharman Shanmugaratnam welcomed 
Malaysian Prime Minister Dato’ Seri Anwar Ibrahim 
for fruitful discussions on strengthening bilateral 
ties. The meeting took place during the 10th 
Singapore-Malaysia Leaders’ Retreat, highlighting 
the enduring cultural, kinship, and historical bonds 
that unite the peoples of Singapore and Malaysia. 
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TOURISM AND AFRICA IS INSEPARABLE 

TANZANIA’S President Samia Suluhu said Tourism and 
Africa is inseparable in her address at the World Travel 
& Tourism Council World Summit in Rwanda on 2nd 
November 2023. In a report by Tanzania’s Daily News 
she also said that Africa should tell its own story in 
its own terms and set a positive normative about the 
continent: “Africa should develop compelling narratives 
and a brand identity that highlights the continent’s 
unique cultural heritage, natural beauty, and diverse 
experiences.”
